Monday, March 24, 2025: The Richard Nixon Presidential Library and Museun, 18001 Yorba 
Linda Blvd, Yorba Linda, CA 92886  

The museum offers a narrative of Nixon’s life and career.  Guests begin 
their tour by viewing an originally produced multi-media presentation 
that introduces Richard Nixon and his 50-year career in public service. 
There is an extensive collection of memorabilia, artifacts, formal 
clothing, and photographs of the Nixons and their children.  Behind the 
museum is Nixon’s birthplace which was constructed by his father using 
a home building kit, and restored to appear as it was in the 1910s. 
There are comprehensive exhibits on world events as well as a 

recreation of the oval office and, of course, there is the Marine One helicopter.

Roger’s Gardens is a premier luxury home, garden and landscape 
design center offering creative ideas and unique décor for both 
outdoor and indoor living.

The Historic District combines historical heritage with contemporary art 
and culture. There are over 25 historic buildings downtown including 
the Santora Building, Grand Central Market, Minter House, West End 
theater, Masonic Temple, Howe-Waffle House, Old Santa Ana City 
Hall.  The Old Orange County Courthouse has been the traditional 
home of County Government.  Tours of the building are offered by 
appointment. Self-guided tours are also available.                                                   

Marconi Automative Museum, 1302 Industrial Dr., Tustin, CA 92780 
The Marconi is home to a collection of over 100 vehicles, worth $60 million consisting of Ferraris, 
Lamborghinis, muscle cars, race cars, motorcycles, memorabilia and more.  A portion of net proceeds 
from museum visitors and events hosted is donated each year to charities and organizations that help 
children in need.
